DOUBLE INSULATION

Double insulation is a concept in salety, in elecliic power
toots, which gliminates the need for the usual three wire
-grounded power cord and grounded supply system
- Wherever there is electric current in the tool there are two
complete sets of insulation to prolect the user. All expos-
ed metal paris are isolated from the internal metal motor

components with protecting insulation
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IMPORTANT

Servicing of a tool with double insuiation requires extreme
care and knowledge of the system and should be pertorm-
ed only by a qualified service technician For service we
suggest you return the tool 10 your nearesi Sears Store for
repair. Always use original factory replacement parts
when servicing

WOOD CUTTING

Before cutting any type of wood, be sure it is firmly anchored or
clamped to prevent slipping. Check blade chart for type and
length of blade necessary for best results. Flace blade lightly
against work to be cut, switch on saw motor and allow it to
obtain maximum speed before applying pressure, Always hold
saw firmly with both hands while cutting. Whenever possible,
the saw shos must be held firmly against the material being cut,
This will prevent the saw from jumping or vibrating and mini-
mize blade breakage.
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POCKET CUTTING

Theinitial step in pocket cutting Is to measure the surface area
to be cut and mark clearfy with a pencii, chalk or scriber . insert
pocket cutting blada clamp, and tighten blade clamp securely.
Next, tip the saw backward until the back edge of the shoe is
resting on the work surface. Now switch motor on, always
permitting blade to attain maximum speed Grip handie stead-

Hy and begin a slow, deliberate upward swing with the handle .

NOTE: Inareas where blade visibility is limited, use the adge of
the saw shoe as a guide. Lines for any given cut should be
extended beyond edge of cut to be made.

METAL CUTTING

This unit has different metal cutting capacities depending upon
type of blade used and on the metal to be cut. Please check
Blade Chart for better blade selection. Use a finer blade for
ferrous metals and a coarse blade for nonferrous matarials. n
cutling thin gage sheet metals it is best to clamp wood to both
sides of metal sheet. This wili insure a ¢lean cut without excess
vibration or tearing of metal. Always remember not to force
cutting blade as this reduces bfade life and causes costly biade
breakage.

NOTE: Itis generally recommended that when cutting metals
you should spread a thin fitm of oil or other coolant along the
cutting line ahead of the saw cut for easier operation and longer
blade fife For cutting aluminum, kerosene is preferred.
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MAINTENANCE
WHEN SERVICING USE ONLY IDENTICAL REPLACEMENT PARTS

GENERAL

Only the parts shown on parts list, page seven, are intended to
be repaired or repiaced by the customer. All other parts repre-
sent an important part of the double insulation system and
should be serviced only by a qualified service techician.
Avoid using solvents when cleaning piastic parts. Most plastics
are susceptible to various types of commercial solvents and
may be damaged by their use. Use clean cloths to remove dirt,
carbon dust, etc

When electric tools are used on fiberglass boats, sports cars.
etc., it has been found that they are subject to accelerated wear
and possible premature failure, as the fiberglass chips and
grindings are highly abrasive to bearings, brushes. commuta-
tor, etc Consequentiy it is not recommended tHat this tooi be
used for continuous production work on any fiberglass mate-
tial During any use on fiberglass it is extremely important that
the tool is cleaned frequently by blowing with an air jet
